This is a competition for the most advanced students in junior and senior categories. At the junior level, four pieces from various stylistic periods are required. Senior participants must also play a concerto movement. State winners compete at the divisional and national levels

CPT FORUM CONCERTO AUDITIONS
    November 19th - 20th
Queens

Open to students (K through 12) who compete at various levels for ratings and cash prizes. A memorized movement from a concerto is required. A form explaining all rules and categories is available from the chairman. 

CHARLOTTE SYMPHONY YOUNG ARTIST
January 21st
            Queens

There are junior and senior divisions for this event. Junior (grades 7-9) winners perform with the Charlotte Symphony Youth Symphony. Senior (grades 10-12) winners perform with the Charlotte Symphony. One memorized movement from an APPROVED list is required.

NCFMC SCHOLARSHIP

February 18th

          Queens University

These are the higher levels of the Federation list, beginning with the Moderately Difficult I. Two pieces are required: one from the Federation list, and the other by a non-American composer. Local winners advance and compete at the state level on April 17 at UNC Greensboro. State winners are required to perform on Jr. Festival Day, early May. You must join the Federation to participate. The membership deadline is Dec. 31.

NCFMC FESTIVAL

The Festival is a good vehicle for every student of every level to participate. Two memorized pieces are required: one from the Federation list, the other chosen by the teacher and student. Once a student has achieved a ‘Superior’ rating, they must proceed to the next level, so be prudent about your initial choices. You must join the Federation by Dec. 31, to participate.

The GOLD CUP PLAN, open to all NCFMC events, is chaired by Nancy Brown (704-365-2273), This plan gives the students who wish to participate an opportunity to earn a Gold Cup trophy by accumulating 15 points. 

NCMTA DISTRICT CONTEST
    March 3rd

        Queens University


This event requires three memorized pieces from the NCMTA list: one each from 18th, 19th, and 20th-21st centuries. The levels in order of ascending difficulty are: Junior A, Junior B, Senior A, and Senior B. Those students who win a ‘Superior’ rating at the District level (except Junior A) continue to the State level. Those who achieve ‘Superior’ at the State level are eligible to perform at the Fall NCMTA Convention. You must join NCMTA in order to participate.

CPTF AUDITIONS

The repertoire for NCMTA and CPTF is the same. If desired, the 20th-21st century pieces may be substituted by a Federation Festival piece: Medium through Difficult I for Primary, Elementary, Intermediate, and Junior participants; Difficult I through Musically Advanced II for Senior participants. The CPTF Auditions also require a theory test. All students receive ratings and winners receive cash prizes. Information regarding categories and required repertoire are detailed in your CPTF Yearbook
